This month’s feature car is the 1971 Chevy Nova that belongs to our club president, 

Carolyn Hartzell. It’s been in her family for 55 years as it was purchased new by her late 

husband, Bill. The Nova was his daily driver for years, and Carolyn fondly remembers 

waterskiing trips to Castaic Lake in the Nova, towing their boat. 

 

After retiring, Bill restored the Nova in 2004 and 2005. He did all of the work himself 

except paint and upholstery. The 350 engine now sports a Holley carburetor, Edelbrock 

intake manifold, and Doug’s headers. It’s backed by an overdrive automatic 

transmission, and the power brakes have been upgraded to 4-wheel discs. The factory 

air conditioning has been retrofitted to R-134, and there are six auxiliary gauges under 

the dashboard. Sleek aluminum wheels round out the upgrades on this Nova. After the 

restoration was completed, they drove it to many car shows all over Oregon, as well as 

Idaho and Montana.
