FEATURE CAR OF THE MONTH
1973 AMC AMX

This month’s feature car is the 1973 AMX that belongs to Mark and Andi Allen. When | first saw this car, | couldn’t figure it out—
it was more attractive than any other AMX I'd seen, but | couldn’t tell what had been changed. The answer is, just about
everything. “Every body panel except the roof has been modified” said Mark. He wanted a muscle car, but something unusual.
Deciding on the AMX, he said, “Being a car designer, | started with a sketch”. You can see that sketch below, along with a sketch
of a stock AMX to show how heavily it was modified. Mark wanted a car still was obviously an AMX but with all the styling
miscues fixed.

The front end was shortened about 7” in front of the wheel well, which necessitating modifying the bumper and grill trim to fit.
That front wheel well was raised 6” to allow the A-line (crease along the side) to go through the wheel opening instead of above
it. The rear wheel well was raised 3” and both front and rear were flared to allow wider tires, and to give the body that classic
Coke bottle shape. The drip rails, pinch flange, and emblems were shaved and the door tops were raised 1” at the rear.

The hood scoop is from a ’70 Javelin. The body was channeled over the subframe to lower the car but retain suspension travel.
The gas filler was moved from behind the license plate to a quick-fill cap above the deck lid, and the C-pillars were widened. The
rear bumper was tucked and shaved and the rear spoiler and valance were made from scratch. All of this and more erased the
awkward original look and made it sleek, and the BMW Mineral Gray paint adds to the classy look.

Mark originally built the AMX with an AMC 401 engine. That engine was cantankerous so it was replaced with an all-aluminum
LS-1 from a Camaro that starts every time and is dependable. It’s backed by a 6-speed stick and a Ford 8.8 rear end from a
Mustang. Front and rear suspension is from Control Freak with coil overs that rides great, and Wilwood disc brakes front and
rear stop it. Wheels are custom order from ET—18x10 and 18x12.

Inside, Mark deleted the rear seat like the first generation AMX. The instrument panel and console are from a 70’s Pontiac Trans
Am, and the door panels follow the Trans Am theme. Seats are out of a Toyota MR2.

Mark spent about 6 years of nights and weekends turning this sow’s ear into a silk purse, doing all the work himself except paint
and upholstery.
